
EASTERN CREEK - June 2007
After a very bumpy flight to Sydney

we arrived to a very wet city.
at the race track around lunch time

and it was so dark it was scary. The
whole place was under water and we

were starting to wonder whether the race
meeting would be cancelled.

Saturday was to be practice, qualifying and
Race 1, a very busy day!

With the torrential rain it was impossible for
anyone to drive on the track let alone race.

Apparently the water was running under the
track at turn six and there was major concern
as to whether it was safe.

Around 1pm it had stopped raining and it was
deemed safe enough for utes but no other
category, so with no practice we went straight
into qualifying.

It was so wet with rivers running across the
track in a few places. I felt very comfortable
with the conditions and was only fourth fastest
which surprised me as I felt I was quite fast.

RACE 1 was still on even though the rain had
started again. I got a great start and was into
second by the first corner and was settling in
as a couple of desperate drivers slipped by. I
settled back into fourth with a car behind
keeping me honest. The five of us had pulled
a fair gap on the rest of the field. On the second
to last lap half way around the last corner a

car in front had blown a power steering hose
and had dropped oil all over the track. Two of
us slid off the track and into the mud, not
knowing if we would see the bitumen again.
I headed for what looked like some solid ground
and tried to get back on which I achieved, only
losing one spot. Luckily we had a large gap on
the rest of the field and we stayed there till
the end.

RACE 2 was dry and with the reverse grid I
started from twelfth. The car felt strong
although it still appeared to have the “mystery
miss” from the last meeting. I had a coming
together with George Mediecke which was to
cause some problems later with the officials.
I managed to get to sixth by the end of the
shortened race, onto the back of the lead pack.
We had now moved up to fifth in the
championship and only 43 points from the lead.
After being 24th after Clipsal with our engine
failure this was very satisfying.

RACE 3 also was dry and I felt very confident
that we had fixed the miss in the engine and
was also confident of getting a good result.
During the warm up lap I realized the engine
was still misfiring. It was important to just do
the best I could and gather as many points as
possible. I got a reasonable start but the first
corner would be the biggest worry with me
being on the outside.

Taking a chance, I shot down the outside, and
though I lost one spot, got through untouched
and settled into single file.



On the approach to turn three, Kim Jane and
Andrew Fisher came together causing Fisher to
hit the wall quite hard, I shot to the inside and
took advantage of that, picking up two more spots.
The pace was hot and although the engine wasn’t
perfect I caught the lead bunch and made my
way through to second. By this time Grant
Johnson had a fair lead and although I was
constantly pressured from behind by Jack
Elsegood I was able to keep the gap to Johnson.

I finished second for that race and third for the
round giving us a better finish than everyone
above us in the points other than Johnson.

We have now moved to fourth in the championship
and only one race win from first.

Solve the engine problem before
Darwin and I feel very confident

of a great result there.
