
Well the last round has been and gone and Christmas is just around
the corner. We came into this round fourth in the championship
with the chance of securing another 3rd but the risk of dropping
back to 6th.

Practice went well with a 6th in both sessions. Not as fast as I would
have liked but as I don't really like this circuit and only with 2 short
practice sessions the locals were hard to catch.

QUALIFING
We set the car up for fast early laps as we normally do. The air
temperature was 36 degrees and the track temp hotter again so
when the tyres would be at there best was a bit of a lottery.
I went out knowing that I would really only have a single lap as the
tyres would over heat quickly. We probably didnt get it quite right
as I struggled for grip for most of the lap. We finished 9th fastest
but still only a few 10ths of a second off pole. The top 10 drivers are
now very close.

RACE1
This was not one of my best starts but still better than a couple in
front of me. I made up two postions off the line and lost one, only
to get baulked at turn two getting trapped on the inside losing
another spot to Kim Jane. Eastern creek is a very difficult track to
pass on so not much happened from there on. I finished ninth which
would give me a front row start for race two.

Barry from TAD was there as he is at all NSW rounds with a few
clients. By the end of the day we would have him cleaning the car.

RACE 2
I was to start along side Yanis Durums on the front row. As we exited
the pits and excellerated to the first corner Yanis's bonnett flew up.
He struggled around to the start line only to be sent off because his

windscreen was broken. This left me all alone on the front row. I
would have to really stuff this up to not lead the first lap. I got a
great start and lead from start to finish.

RACE 3
With a ninth and a first I was tied with Grant Johnson for first as he
had a first and ninth. Grant and I would be off the front row and if
I could beat him into the first corner I think I could hold him off for
the 10 laps. I got a little too much wheel spin and had to settle for
second spot. I was very quickly hounded by James Brock and Kerry
Wade and had slipped back from Grant trying to defend my line from
behind. Brockie threw everything at me but I kept my head and the
position to the end.

It was great to get a podium position for the last round and another
trophy for the Sage front desk.  I dont think the girls are sick of
cleaning them yet.

We finished the year in 4th position, not as well as hoped but we
now have good car speed and have learnt a few tricks for next year.

I would to thank the tireless efforts of Eg, Kris and John for keeping
us on track all year. If my memory serves me right we finished every
race all year and had very little panel damage.

Most of all I would like to thank you all our sponsors for your support
through the year. I hope you have enjoyed the involvement with Sage
Racing this year and your business's have benefited in some way.
